If you have identified that a Marac victim will soon or already has moved address to 
another local authority area on a permanent basis1 within a 12 month period of their 
Marac referral, please fill out this form as soon as possible and send to your local Marac 
Coordinator using secure email or other secure method. Your local Marac Coordinator 
will follow SafeLives recommended practice and follow the Marac-to-Marac transfer 
referral process. Marac-to-Marac Transfers should only be carried out by a Marac 
Coordinator 2.  
 
As there is a change in circumstances, where possible it is recommended that a Dash 
Risk Checklist is also completed/reviewed to identify and assess risk. If risk has been 
identified there should be no delay in safety planning. If the victim meets the Marac 
threshold, please also complete a Marac referral form and send to your local Marac 
Coordinator in addition to this form.
